Brilliantly clear shimmering ruby, this 100% estate bottling of 
Willamette Valley Pinot Noir starts with a nose of sweet black 
cherry fruit with hints of rose petals and an earthy overtone of 
Oregon black truffle. The palate starts with a big attack of black 
cherry cola mellowing into a creamy strawberry mid-palate 
framed by velvety tannins. Food-friendly acid drives a very long 
finish with still more black cherry and baking spices.
